Section 5. Evidence of competence;

(i) Foreign-educated licenses shall pro-
vide evidence of entry-level training in
manual therapy technigues as part of their
curriculum.

(b) Qualification for grade 5
joint manipulation (high velocity, low ampli-

tude thrust manipulation) must include one
or more of the following:

(i) _Graduates from
physical therapy programs shall obtain and
maintain evidence showing that high veloc-
ity, low amplitude thrust techniques were
included in their entry-level educational

clinical specialist (OCS) or sports clinical spe-
cialist (SCS) certification from the American
Physical Therapy Association with documenta-
tion that high velocity, low amplitude thrust
techniques were included in the study program.

fellowship or other certification.

Sports Physicals in the state of Wyoming had gone
unattested and under radar for quite some time, that is until last
year when the lid came off and the profession of Chiropractic was
under attack as an inadequately qualified profession that was not
capable of performing such physical examinations. Ihad been

If the
athlete missed numerous practices then he would not be able to
play the first game. This left parents upset and frustrated. Asa
qualified health care professional, I too was frustrated with the
program and the lack of communication in notifying our office
that the physicals were not going to be accepted. Finding out this
information Tuesday morning, which was the morning after the
first practice, I contacted the local high school athletic director,
and he was unavailable. Seeking out the reasoning behind the
then

Association Commissioner, Ron Laird. He kindly directed me to
the handbook of rules that did not include chiropractors as pro-
fessionals that could perform these physicals. He apologized and
listened as I explained the qualifications that we have. He went on
to inform me that the Association has an Advisory Board that
makes recommendation on such manners. This board consist of
MD' s, PA’ s, At hl etic

in June and occasionally in November, if needed. Their next

and Train
planned meeting was in May, which meant that even if the proc-
ess of making any changes began, it would not happen until Sep-
tember of the next year. That would restrict chiropractors from
performing sports physicals to high school athletes for at least one
more full year. Not satisfied with that, I requested that we sched-
ule a meeting in November. Ron said that he would try to accom-
modate that. Following a serious of phone calls a date was set in
December for a board meeting. The meeting was in Casper (7
hours away) at 8:00am. A number of chiropractors from the state,
and the Wyoming Chiropractic Association made the drive that
morning early and presented to the board the education and
qualifications of the chiropractic profession. This lasted about one
hour and there was a long concerned discussion that left me feel-
ing discouraged.

chiropractor and did not understand their clinical reasoning abili-
ties.

board of examiners then agreed to sign a letter that described and
explained the state statutes and laws that determined that chiro-
practors were licensed to perform the physical examinations and
determine the health status of these athletes. After the letter was
d the Wyomln‘% Hi g Schoo t h
completed and Sent to the WHSAA and they received the letter
they then consented to add chiropractors to the list of physicians

that could perform the sports physical examinations.

This is the basis of the steps that it took to make this
change in the state of Wyoming. Much behind the scenes effort
and phone calls were made to lead to this end result. The end
gesult | feel hap hdded B tha qredibilityeoé thesprofgssianes aa
whole in this state and hopefully will, with other such efforts,
continue to bridge the gap between health care professionals. We
need to respect one another for the efforts that we provide in
helping the general population maintain and establish good
health.
